Like the opening
weekend Midsummer Mystique at Clos Pegase Winery, or the
annual Closing Night Celebration dinner at Meadowood Resort,
where you can get to know your favorite musician and enjoy
great food and wine.

Concerts do sell out, so order your tickets soon. We'll look
for you at intermission, enjoying a glass of Napa Valley wine.
